Our program highlights several
Mozart masterpieces alongside selections by three giants who influenced him—Bach, Haydn and Vivaldi—and two
who were influenced by him—Dvorâk and Chopin. Accompanying the music are such family-friendly diversions as 

historical dancing, carriage rides, medieval puppetry and much more.

Our setting is the glorious grounds of Old Westbury Gardens. Be sure to visit the century-old, Charles II-style mansion that
was home to the Phipps family. Today, the estate is open to the public and filled with antiques, paintings, sculptures

and one-of-a-kind furnishings drawn from the Phipps family collection. The surrounding 200 acres feature wooded trails,
sweeping lawns, meadows, grand allées, fountains, lakes, rolling fields, a children’s play area adjoining a thatched 
cottage and a café in the woods. Highlights include the Rose Garden and a Walled Garden with lily pond. Garden

and house tours are scheduled at regular intervals.

“Musikalisches Würfelspiel,” or musical dice. Mozart 
might have created this musical game of chance in 1787.
Players become composers by tossing a pair of dice to
determine each musical note. Musical-dice specialist
Rebecca Arkenberg conducts guest musicians using her
specially designed game board, fleshing out the harmonies
and continuo. Result: “Minuet a la Mozart.” Participants 
can take home a copy of their eight-bar composition. 

Traditional Puppet Mastery—(Sat. & Mon. Only)
Master puppeteer Fred Greenspan provides an historic
overview before each show; then wows kids and families
with the sometimes sweet, sometimes raucous doings of
puppets based on characters from medieval Europe.

Glass Harmonica Demonstration—Sunday Only
Cecelia Brauer is among the handful of American glass
harmonica virtuosos. The instrument, invented by Benjamin
Franklin in 1761, became a favorite of Marie Antoinette and
Dr. Mesmer, the pioneer hypnotist. Mozart is among the
few who have written specifically for the instrument, whose
tones are created by the application of a damp finger to a
glass surface. Hear it performed by one of its foremost
practitioners.

House and Garden Tours—All Weekend
Old Westbury Garden volunteers lead 45-minute tours of
Westbury House and the gardens. House tours, on the
hour and half-hour, narrate the history contained in 16
remarkable rooms. Garden tours, at 11 AM, 1:30 PM &
5:30 PM, guide visitors through the Boxwood Garden,
Primrose Path, Cottage Garden, Rose Garden, Walled
Garden and Lilac Path.
